Introduction to the wines of the Loire Valley (Part 2)

The history of the wines of Vouvray is directly linked to the religious history of the Touraine. From
the 4th century onwards, the monks owned most of the vineyards, including the best growths, and
made an important contribution to the quality of these wines which were much sought after at the
time.

The vineyards of Vouvray cover some 4,500 acres on the northern banks of the Loire to the east of
Tours. Only one grape, Chenin Blang, is grown on the clay and limestone or siliceous clay soil.

The wines are both still and sparkling, and depending on the year, vary from dry to sweet.

The beauty of these wines are their acidity and structure which enable them to be cellared for many
years, | have tasted one from 1959 which was still fresh and powerful.
